NHSN data is
sourced daily at 2:30 p.m. with hospital admissions and ventilator
availability including data as of 72 hours prior.

2. Every effort has been made to ensure the accuracy of this data.
The number of available beds is based on hospital reports

and will increase or decrease based on current utilization.

3. The 24-hour increase of hospitalized COVID patients, and
hospitalized and ventilated COVID patients represents the difference
published day-to-day, and is not normalized based on the number of
reporting hospitals.

4. There was a delay in the reporting of a number of deaths from a
jurisdiction into the Missouri tracking system. In addition to the past 24
hours, the increase today includes 17 deaths that occurred from April
24-May 10.
